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Project Overview 
Southwest Planning & Marketing and CRC & Associates were contracted by the New Mexico Tourism 
Department to conduct a web survey of visitors and potential visitors that requested vacation 
literature via email from the New Mexico Tourism Department.   The survey was generally similar to 
past web surveys, but had additional questions on film tourism. 
 

Methodology 
The Tourism Department provided a list of names and addresses of prospective visitors; the list was 
stratified by date.  The list was of inquirers that requested literature from January 1, 2008 through 
August 31, 2008.   
  
An email was sent to the entire data base of 48,107 inquirers, inviting them to take the survey and 
request a free 2009 Vacation Guide.  During November 2008, 3116 surveys were completed with 
potential visitors.  Of this total, 1769 had already visited New Mexico. 
 
Some of the data is organized by Drive states versus Fly states.  Drive states include Texas, 
Oklahoma, New Mexico, Colorado, Arizona, Utah, Nevada, and southern California.  The rest of the 
country comprises the Fly states. 
 

Major Findings 
 

Vacation Guide 
¶ 85% of respondents recalled receiving a vacation guide, up from 77% in 2007 and 72% in 

2005. 

¶ Of those who recalled getting a guide, 79% received a guide within three weeks of their 
request. 

¶ 75% knew that a guide was available because of a website, about the same as in 2007. 

¶ This percentage was higher for the fly market than the drive market. 

¶ The next most common way they knew of a guide was from an advertisement in a magazine or 
newspaper, at 10%, followed by an article in a magazine or newspaper, at 4%. 

¶ During the course of the survey, 71% of respondents requested the 2009 vacation guide, 
indicating the continuing importance of the guide. 

 

Use of Website 
¶ 91% of respondents recalled visiting the www.newmexico.org website within the past 12 

months, compared with 88% in 2007 and 81% in 2005. 

¶ The major reason for visiting the l website was to plan a trip at 59% of respondents, up slightly 
from 2007 and 2005. 

¶ This was followed by to see what to do (16%), to decide whether to visit (14%), and just 
browsing (8%). 

¶ The percentage deciding whether to visit declined from prior years; this percentage was higher 
for the fly market than the drive market. 

¶ 77% of respondents found the website from an internet search, down somewhat from 2007 
and 2005.

¶ 12% found it from an advertisement, up from 10% in 2007 and 2005. 

¶ Among those who visited New Mexico, respondents had visited the site an average of 4.1 
times prior to their trip, up from 3.7 in 2007. 

 
Evaluation of Website 
¶ On a scale of 1 to 10, the www.newmexico.org website was rated 8.0 in comparison with other 

travel websites, up slightly from 7.7 in 2007. 

¶ 87% of respondents rated the site a 7 or better. 

¶ 7% of respondents indicated that they looked for information that they could not find on the 
site, down from 9% in 2007 and 15% in 2005. 

¶ Most often cited as missing were information on events, outdoor recreation activities, lodging 
and campgrounds, and maps. 

¶ The most valuable types of information on the site were maps (67%), calendar of events 
(62%), and city descriptions (56%), each of which was given a lower rating than it had received 
in 2007. 

¶ Also important were list of accommodations and tour routes, both at 46%. 

¶ Less important were travel deals and ability to print the visitor guide. 

¶ The site received 8.1 out of 10 for ease of finding the information they were seeking, up from 
7.8 in 2007. 

¶ 30% said that it is highly likely they would use the site to book accommodations, air travel, and 
trip activities if they were able to do so, and 49% said that it is somewhat likely they would do 
so. 

¶ Most often cited as useful additional features were information on camping and outdoor 
activities, state and national parks, historic sites, better maps, more photos, Native American 
activities, relocation and retirement, restaurants, and events (with links to other sites). 

 

Influence of Website on Trip Decision 
¶ 88% of visitors said that they had already decided to visit New Mexico prior to visiting the 

website. 

¶ By comparison, 90% of visitors said they had already decided to visit prior to receiving the 
vacation guide, similar to the figure from 2007. 

¶ Among those who visited New Mexico, 12% said that the site had a great deal of influence on 
their decision to visit, while 45% said it had some influence, for a total of 57% who said the site 
had some degree of influence. 

¶ The percentage who said that the website had influenced their decision to visit (57%) had not 
changed from 2007. 

 

Conversion 
¶ Average number of prior visits in the past 5 years was 2.8 (up from 2.3 in 2007), with 77% of 

respondents having visiting at least once (up from 62% in 2007). 

¶ Among visitors, the average number of visits in the past 12 months was 4.9, up from 3.4 in 
2007; 73% of the visitors had visited once. 

¶ The conversion rate was 60.4% up from 48.6% in 2007 and 41% in 2005; this figure includes 
respondents who may have already been inclined to visit prior to going to the website and 
getting the vacation guide. 
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¶ Conversion rates were higher for the drive market than for the fly market, as is always the 
case. 

¶ 78% of respondents expect to visit New Mexico within the next 12 months, almost the same as 
in 2007. 

 

Reasons for Visiting or Not Visiting New Mexico 
¶ The leading reasons for visiting New Mexico were historical sites (4.1), outdoor recreation 

(3.7), and Indian culture (3.6).  (Note: ñScenic beauty,ò which is always ranked first, was not an 
available option on this survey.) 

¶ Next important were arts (3.1), museums (3.1), and special events (2.9). 

¶ These ratings are little changed from 2007 and 2005. 

¶ A number of open-ended responses as to why people visited are listed in the appendix. 

¶ Of those who did not visit and do not plan on visiting, the most common reason is lack of time 
or money at 78%, followed by it is too far or expensive to get there, at 20%. 

¶ Only 9% lacked knowledge of New Mexico, down from 16% in 2007, and 5% said there was 
not enough to do there, down from 8% in 2007. 

 

Trip Characteristics 
¶ 32% of respondents were making a first visit, while 26% have visited frequently in the past. 

¶ The average trip planning duration was 13.4 weeks, while the median planning horizon was 
9.3 weeks; these figures were unchanged from 2007. 

¶ 69% of respondents spent less than 12 weeks planning their trip. 

¶ The average trip length was 7.5 days, about the same as in 2007 and 2005. 

¶ There were an average of 2.3 adults and 0.3 children in the travel party, slightly smaller travel 
parties than in 2007 and 2005. 

¶ 85% of respondents traveled without children, up from 83% in 2007 and 81% in 2005. 

¶ Average spending was $1,698, equivalent to $226 per party per day and $98 per person per 
day, a small increase from 2007. 

¶ About 43% of respondents arrived in New Mexico by private car, 36% by airplane, 8% by 
rental car, and 7% by RV. 

¶ 66% of respondents stayed in a hotel or motel, down from prior years. 

¶ The most popular communities to visit were Albuquerque, Santa Fe, Taos and Las Cruces, the 
same top four as in 2007 and 2005. 

¶ Next most popular were Roswell, Los Alamos, Gallup, Carlsbad, Alamogordo, and Ruidoso, 
rounding out the same top ten as in 2007. 

 
Awareness of New Mexico Films 
¶ 45% of respondents were aware of films, television series, or documentaries shot in New 

Mexico. 

¶ The most memorable films were ñIndiana Jones 4,ò ñ3:10 to Yuma,ò ñNo Country for Old Men,ò 
and ñWild Hogs.ò 
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Influence of New Mexico Films on Visitation 
¶ 3.2% of those respondents who had visited New Mexico said that awareness of New Mexico 

films had a great influence on their decision to visit, while 25.6% said that it had some 
influence on their decision to visit. 

 

Influence of New Mexico Films on Length of Trip 
¶ 3.6% of those respondents who had visited New Mexico said that awareness of New Mexico 

films had caused them to increase their length of stay in New Mexico by an average of 2.48 
days. 

 

Interest in Film Tourism 
¶ 45% of respondents stated that they have visited or would like to visit film locations in New 

Mexico.   

¶ 41% of respondents stated that they would like written information on how to visit film 
locations.   

 
Demographics 
¶ 16% of respondents have a child living at home, down from 19% in 2007 and 25% in 2005. 

¶ The average age of respondents was 54.5, up from 53.7 in 2007 and 50.2 in 2005. 

¶ Fly market respondents were about the same age as drive market respondents. 

¶ Median income was $72,005, down from $73,739 in 2007. 

¶ Fly market respondents had slightly higher incomes than drive market respondents. 

¶ 54% of respondents were male. 

¶ 91% of respondents were American, with 3.1% from Canada. 

¶ The leading Canadian provinces were Ontario and British Columbia. 

¶ Other leading countries were United Kingdom, Germany, Italy, and Australia. 

¶ The leading states of residence were Texas, California, Illinois, Florida, and Colorado. 

¶ The next five states were New Mexico, Wisconsin, Arizona, New York, and Pennsylvania. 
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The overall findings are presented sequentially in the same order as they were presented in 
the survey instrument1.
